ATTIRE & WHAT TO BRING

Tight fitting togs (no board shorts), wetsuit,
towel, water, sunscreen.

A high viz vest will be allocated to each paid
up nipper for the season. This MUST be worn
in the water at all times when attending
nippers or using the clubs gear. The vest
must be returned at the end of the season,
failure to do so will result in a $50 charge.

CARNIVALS

As part of nippers (junior surf) the children are
able to attend local carnivals (competitions).
These are super fun events where they test their
surf skills against other clubs. As a club we intend
to attend some of these.

GEAR 2020/21 SUBS (01.09.20 - 31.08.21)

The club owns some amazing, and very expensive gear. Nippers will
be allocated with gear to use throughout the season and as their
skills progress both at the beach and in the pool they will be able to
use more advanced equipment. BUT it is the responsibility of the
nipper to look after this gear. Always carry the gear correctly (they
will be taught how), never drag it and always clean it and put it away
in the correct place.

Outside of session times nippers can access the gear by seeking
permission from the patrol captain (please note, permission may not
always be granted). The nippers vest MUST be worn in the water at
all times when using club gear.

Our
Children learn from us and will love having you in the water with
them. We understand not everyone is a water baby so there are also
tasks to be done on the beach too, just talk to us and we can point
you in the right direction.

It is our requirement that caregivers stay on the beach for the
session to assist a child if an emergency or health issue arises.
